Your 

Mother was used like never before and we had people  at our hotel until late 

at night and then early in the morning saying goodb ye to us.    We left part 

of our hearts in Huehuetenango.    Last night the c hurch was packed after 

the two previous services and no one, no one wanted  to leave their seats 

when I finished and prayed.   It is always the most  awesome feeling to see 

people fall in love with the Lord ,cry because of w anting to know Him more.
