We preached a strong
message to the City Mayor and his wife and were blessed by their
response. Revival will not come to all of Costa Rica until this cancer of

sin is removed

We continue to be amazed how God gives us power and strength to
preach His word. Several pastors, one or two in tears, told us how God
blessed them, and how they believe their lives and ministries will never

be the same.
